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Summary 

Benefits and justifications for the lender in Islamic Fiqh 

Islam has legalized the loan for the benefit of the borrower for a period of use, and the 

lender has a work that brings him closer to Allah, and he decides in his right that every loan 

that brings him a profit is Riba. However, we find our jurists have granted some benefits to 

the lender. Which calls for highlighting these benefits for the people needing them, and the 

following Problematic: What are the benefits that are granted to the lender except for the 



 

 

prohibition of every loan that has drawn a benefit, which is interest? What are its 

Justifications and models? By systematically extrapolating and describing with analysis, the 

research attempts to answer that, aiming to highlight those benefits with representation, and 

to extract the controls to help know what may be exempt from the benefits for the lender. 

What the research found is that the principal is in the benefits to the lender on the condition 

or habit of inviolability, and nothing is warranted except for what was to prevent the loss and 

loss of money, or guarantee it, or to collect it for a need, or to organize its spending, or to pay 

harm to oneself and money, and other necessities, or it was from benefits other than loan, or 

what was like thanks and prayers. The researcher recommends increasing research in 

justifications and models  
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
